This memo will provide you with an update on Cascade’s water conservation activities: 


 


1. Irrigation Audits – Approximately 80 irrigation audits have been completed in Kirkland, 
Bellevue, Issaquah and Skyway.  


 


2. Multifamily Showerhead Program – Cascade has partnered with Puget Sound Energy in a 
multifamily water and energy retrofit program.   The program provides free showerhead, 


aerator and other upgrades to apartment complexes.  Four projects have been completed or 


initiated in Kirkland and Bellevue. 


 
3. Toilet Replacement Program – Cascade is exploring an incentive program for single family 


residences that install high efficiency toilets that go beyond the current plumbing code.   


These toilets are included in EPA’s Water Sense Program.  
 


4. Irrigation System Upgrade Program – Cascade has received approximately 45 rebate 


requests to date for irrigation system upgrades.   
 


5. WashWise Program – Cascade received approximately 1,666 rebate requests for high 


efficiency clothes washers.

SR900 Road Widening: 
 


 Bids were opened Wednesday, June 25, 2008, with seven bids for the total project (roadway and 
pipeline portions) ranging from $19,138,000 to $22,884,000.  The engineer’s estimate was 
$22,596,894.   


 The apparent low bidder, SCI, had a bid unit price error which elevated its bid from lowest to 
highest leaving ICON as the low bidder at $19,354,287.

 Per its obligations, Cascade provided verbal and written notice of its acceptance of the bid results 


on June 27, 2008. 
 WSDOT awarded the contract to ICON on or about July 2, 2008.  The contract was executed on 


or about July 20, 2008.  Preconstruction conference was held on July 22, 2008, with first day of 
work anticipated on August 11, 2008, or sooner. 


 The award to ICON included $7,253,182 for the Cascade portion of the work which is 16% lower 
than the engineer’s estimate. 


 Cascade provided its insurance obligations to WSDOT on July 8, 2008.  Cascade had fulfilled it 
early contractual obligations to WSDOT. 


 Cascade and WSDOT met on July 17, 2008 for:  team introductions, discuss roles and 
responsibilities, and review contract provisions.  WSDOT has prequalification and insurance 
obligations to Cascade.

At 3:34 p.m. Chair Lloyd Warren called the meeting to order.    


 


2. ROLL CALL 


Board Members or Alternate Board Members from the City of Bellevue (Degginger), Covington 
Water District (Knight), the City of Issaquah (Kappler), the City of Kirkland1 (Burleigh), the City of 
Redmond (McCormick), Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District (Warren), and Skyway 
Water and Sewer District (Ault) were present, constituting a quorum.  


 


3. EXECUTIVE SESSION

5. CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S REPORT 


Mr. Oberg reported on the following items: 


A. Staff Reports – Reports from staff were included in the June Board packet.  Thank you to 
Steve Call and Dennis Fields for their dedication to Cascade Water Alliance.  Both 
gentlemen have accepted positions elsewhere and will be missed. 


B. Ambac, the bond insurance company that insured Cascade’s 2006 Water System 
Revenue Bonds, recently was downgraded in terms of its credit rating.  This requires 
Cascade to take action regarding bond disclosure requirements.  Further information was 
included in the June Board packet. 


C. An intergovernmental and communications report was provided in the June Board 
packet.  Among other issues, the memo addressed the Lake Tapps newsletter mailed to 
17,000 people.  There were six inquiries from this mailing, which were addressed. 


D. Recommendation to add agenda item 8C to “Other Action Items” – Accept utility work for 
Tacoma Cascade Pipeline WSDOT SR 900 Road Widening and cancel the Special 
Board Meeting scheduled June 27, 2008.

8. OTHER ACTION ITEMS 


A. Resolution No. 2008-11 Authorizing Execution of Lake Tapps/White River Settlement 
Agreements. 


A brief explanation of Resolution No. 2008-11 was provided. 


Motion by Vice-Chair Burleigh and second by Mr. Degginger to adopt Resolution 
No. 2008-11, authorizing the Chair of the Board of Directors to execute the Lake 
Tapps/White River Settlement Agreements with the Muckleshoot Indian Tribe and 
the Puyallup Tribe of Indians.  


Mr. Degginger congratulated staff members, Council, and Board Members for the 
historical significance of this agreement.   


A press release and fact sheet will be distributed regarding this agreement.  In 
addition, the three agreements will be posted on the website.  A formal signing 
agreement will be conducted at a later date. 


At the question, motion carried unanimously. 


B. Consideration of Appeal of the Trial Court’s Decision in the Municipal Water Law Case. 







An appeal of the trial court’s ruling is recommended.  The estimated cost for this appeal 
is not to exceed $25,000. 


Motion by Ms. McCormick and second by Vice-Chair Burleigh to authorize an 
appeal of the trial court’s ruling.  Motion carried unanimously. 


C. Accept Utility Work for Tacoma Cascade Pipeline WSDOT SR 900 Road Widening and 
cancel the Special Board Meeting 


Mr. Quick explained the bid opening results for the SR900 Road Widening project.  There 
were seven bidders.  Mr. Quick distributed a breakdown of figures depicting the low and 
high bids.  He noted that all of the bids were approximately $3M lower than the 
engineer’s estimates for the overall project (State and Cascade components).  In 
addition, the line items for Cascade’s portion of the bid were discussed.  The estimates 
are still being finalized and the State is required to conduct the due diligence and select 
the overall low bid. 


Motion by Mr. Degginger and second by Vice-Chair Burleigh to authorize the Chief 
Executive Officer to accept the Utility Work bid for the SR 900 Road Widening 
Project based on the bid results open today in Olympia; and cancel the Special 
Board Meeting scheduled for Friday, June 27, 2008 – 3:00 p.m. – WSDOT SR 900 
Road Widening Reach Contract. 


Mr. Knight summarized the recent committee meeting regarding this project 
noting that the committee recommends moving forward with the pipeline 
installation.   


At the question, motion carried unanimously. 


D. Chief Executive Officer Recruitment 


Waldron & Company was recommended to assist with the Chief Executive Officer 
search.  Further information was included in the June Desk Packet. 


Motion by Vice-Chair Burleigh and second by Mr. Ault to authorize the Chief 
Executive Officer to execute a contract with Waldron & Company in an amount not 
to exceed $29,000, plus direct expenses, for the Chief Executive Officer 
recruitment process.  Motion carried unanimously. 


 


9. STAFF PRESENTATION 


A. Tacoma-Cascade Pipeline Related Policy Discussion Topics 


• Short-term Supply Strategy 


An evaluation was conducted to determine ways to increase available water 
supply in the short-term.  An overview of the two wheeling options was 
provided by Clair Olivers:  Wheeling Tacoma water through Lakehaven and 
Highline Water Districts to Tukwila through existing interties, or pumping  
Tacoma water from Kent to Tukwila.  Mr. Olivers discussed the feasibility of 
each of the proposed routes. Both routes have long-term benefits.   


Further developments will be shared through the Resource Management 
Committee. 







10. COMMITTEE REPORTS 


A. Audit Committee – No report. 


B. Executive Committee – No report. 


C. Public Affairs Committee – Meeting recap was included with the June Board packet.  


D. Resource Management Committee – Meeting recap was included with the June Board 
packet.

Authorize execution of the Option to Acquire Easement over S&S Property for the Tacoma 
Cascade Pipeline 


 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The option to acquire a pipeline easement over the S&S property expires on August 15, 2008.  
The S&S pipeline easement is required to construct and operate the Central Segment of the 
Tacoma Cascade Pipeline.  Cascade has already paid S&S $15,000 in option and extension 
payments, which are applicable to the purchase price.  Cascade Board authorization is required 
to exercise the option to acquire the easement and obligate Cascade to pay S&S the balance of 
the purchase price in the amount of $63,500 at closing. 
 
 
OPTIONS 
 
1) Authorize Cascade to exercise the option and pay $63,500 to acquire the S&S Pipeline 


Easement.  Further, authorize the Chief Executive Officer to take all additional steps and 
execute all necessary documentation to close the S&S transaction. 


 
2) Do not authorize Cascade to exercise the S&S option and provide alternative direction to 


staff.  If Cascade does not exercise this option, the S&S Pipeline Easement Option 
Agreement will terminate.  Alternatives are likely to be more costly to Cascade than 
closing the S&S transaction.

Authorize Cascade to exercise the option to acquire the S&S pipeline easement and authorize 
the Chief Executive Officer to take such steps and execute such documents as are required to 
close the transaction.

BACKGROUND 
 
The Gregory Pipeline Easement Agreement and Irrevocable Escrow Agreement were fully 
executed on July 3, 2008.  Post execution ratification of these agreements by the Cascade 
Board is required. 
 
The Gregory property is part of the North Segment of the Tacoma Cascade Pipeline located 
adjacent to the Pioneer Place property south of Renton-Maple Valley Road.  Cascade is 
acquiring a permanent pipeline easement over the northwestern corner of the Gregory property 
in order to avoid wetlands on the Pioneer Place Property.  The purchase price for the Gregory 
easement is $15,000. 
 
 
OPTIONS 
 
 1) Ratify the Gregory Pipeline Easement Agreement and Irrevocable Escrow Agreement 


executed by the Chief Executive Officer. 
 
2) Do not ratify the Gregory agreements and provide alternative direction to staff.  Without 


ratification the agreements will be terminated.  Alternatives include requesting additional 
rights from Pioneer Place, which is likely to be more costly to Cascade and less 
desirable from an engineering standpoint than acquiring the Gregory pipeline easement.

The estimated cost for the 6 valves 
associated with the SR 900 Road Widening Reach is $104,211.00 including taxes and delivery.

The bid tabulation results were not available for inclusion in this Board Packet and 
such information will be provided at the July 23, 2008 Board meeting.  Based on the bid results 
and the due diligence evaluation, staff will recommend acceptance or rejection of the bid results.

Authorize Advertisement for Bids for Reach B Portion of Tacoma Cascade Pipeline Central 
Segment 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The scope of work for the Reach B Contract includes the construction of a segment of the 
Tacoma Cascade Pipeline located entirely within the City of Covington.  Reach B consists of 
approximately 3,340 feet (0.63 miles) of welded steel pipe with a diameter of 42 inches. The 
pipeline crosses private property owned by BPA, Attu, and Lakeside using individual permanent 
easements.  Construction must be complete across the Attu property by May 31, 2009 to 
comply with its easement conditions.  Work under the Contract includes the open cut installation 
of Cascade furnished steel pipe and restoration of private property.  Construction cost for Reach 
B is estimated at approximately $1.9 million including sales tax.  The estimate for the Cascade 
furnished pipe is $900,000, delivery and sales tax included.  Therefore, the total estimated cost 
is approximately $2.8 million.   
 
 
OPTIONS 
 
1. Authorize the Chief Executive Officer to proceed with actions necessary to solicit bids 


through public bidding for installation of the Reach B of the Central Segment of the Tacoma 
Cascade Pipeline. 


 
2. Delay a decision on the actions necessary to solicit bids for installation of the Reach B of 


the Central Segment of the Tacoma Cascade Pipeline.  Staff will bring this action item back 
for Board reconsideration at a future Board Meeting. 


 
3. Direct the Chief Executive Officer to continue to review alignment, diameter and schedule 


options for installation of water transmission pipeline in Reach B of the Central Segment of 
the Tacoma Cascade Pipeline.

BACKGROUND 
 
Cascade and PSE’s Pre-Rinse Spray Head Replacement Program will replace up to 2,000 pre- 
rinse spray heads and 5,000 faucet aerators at Member restaurants, schools and cafeterias in 
2008-09.   This program was identified in Cascade’s Conservation Potential Assessment as a 
cost-effective conservation measure.  This program will provide significant conservation savings 
necessary to help Cascade members reach their conservation savings goals.   Cascade and 
PSE implemented a similar successful program in 2004-05.   
 
Funding is included in Cascade’s 2008 Budget for this contract.

Agreement with Puget Sound Energy with a total budget not to exceed $125,000.

Ratify Amendment to the Reimbursement Agreement increasing costs for Lake Tapps Survey  
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
In conjunction with the Lake Tapps acquisition, PSE has contracted with its surveyor to provide 
Cascade with land surveys for portions of the Lake Tapps assets.  Cascade reimburses PSE for 
the costs of these land surveys pursuant to a Reimbursement Agreement between Cascade 
and PSE.  Cascade and PSE have executed the First Amendment to Reimbursement 
Agreement, which increases the amount Cascade must pay to PSE for the cost of surveying 
portions of the Lake Tapps assets by an additional $16,770.  Post-execution ratification of the 
amendment by the Cascade Board is required.   
 
Additional field work has been required to create legal descriptions for certain easements that 
PSE will grant to Cascade.  This has which has increased the survey costs from the original 
budgeted amount of $114,400 to $131,170. 
 
 
OPTIONS 
 
1. Ratify the Amendment to the Reimbursement Agreement executed by the Chief Executive 


Officer, which increases the amount Cascade must pay for Lake Tapps survey costs by 
$16,770. 


 
2. Do not ratify the amendment and provide alternative direction to staff.  Alternatives are likely 


to be more costly to Cascade in that Cascade would have to hire a new surveyor who would 
have to conduct additional field work, much of which has already been completed by the 
existing surveyor.
